Mike Jones
Mike Jones, aged 22 years, has epilepsy and severe learning disabilities.  He lives with his parents and younger brother, aged 18 years, in a three- bed roomed house. 
The epileptic fits that he has during the night are severe and can cause him to stop breathing. As a result he has always slept in the same bedroom as either his parents or his brother.

His brother would now like more independence, a room of his own and the chance to bring girls or friends back.

This was a difficult situation for Mr. Jones’ parents. They wanted to give their younger son some independence, but it was impractical to have him sleep in the same room as them, due to the lack of space and their privacy. The only way they could think of monitoring his fits and giving their younger son some freedom was to take it in turns to sleep in the third bedroom with him.
Although they didn’t mind doing this, it caused a some stress in the parent’s relationship.
An epilepsy sensor will signal an alert if someone has a seizure and allow help to be summoned. This has been the ideal solution, as it has allowed Mr. Jones’ brother to be in a room of his own, his parents are together in their bedroom and he has some privacy too.  If he does have a seizure, the alarm signal goes straight through to his parents on their mobile so he gets an instant response.
The sensor has made a really big difference to the quality of all of their lives by giving everyone their privacy and independence, whilst ensuring Mr. Jones is safe and well through the night.
